We started with five full-time and three
part-time disabled employees and two
staff members. We now have thirty-
two disabled employees, ranging in
age from 22 – 57, with various
disabilities, four supervisors, and two
administrative staff members.

As well as offering gainful employment
to disabled adults, we are also dedicated
to providing quality services to our
customers. We are a State-Use vendor
as well as a Javits-Wagner-O’Day
(JWOD) producer.

We also believe disabled adults are vital
members of society, and as such it is very
important for them to take part in
community events. Our employees
have the opportunity to participate in
Special Olympics, League Bowling,
Community Field Trips, Dances, Movies,
and other social activities
